Winter is upon us, and now is the
time to think about how you can keep
warm through the winter months
ahead. Most of the heat in your
house escapes through the walls and
the roof. Fuel prices are high at the
moment so it’s vital that the heat you
pay for is kept inside for as long as
possible. Make sure you have:

3 Cavity wall insulation - reduces
heat loss through walls by up to
60% and can save up to 35% on
fuel bills.

3 Loft insulation – should be at least
8” (200mm), preferably 10”
(270mm).

3 Draught-proofing – 15% of heat
can be lost through draughty, ill-
fitting doors and windows.

3 Hot water cylinder jacket – one
of the most effective ways of
saving energy.

There are also other ways that you
can save energy. Here are some
simple low cost or no cost measures
you can put into action today.

Turning your thermostat down by 1oC
could cut your heating bills by up to
10% and save you around £40 per year.

Is your water too hot?  Your cylinder
thermostat shouldn’t need to be set
higher than 60oC/140oF.
Close your curtains at dusk to stop
heat escaping through the windows.
Always turn off the lights when you
leave a room.
Don’t leave appliances on standby and
remember not to leave appliances on
charge for longer than necessary.
If you’re not filling up the washing
machine, tumble dryer or dishwasher,
use the half-load or economy
programme.
Only boil as much water as you need
(but remember to cover the element
if you’re using an electric kettle).
A dripping hot water tap wastes
energy and in one week wastes
enough hot water to fill half a bath, so
fix leaking taps and make sure they’re
fully turned off.
Replace your light bulbs with energy
saving ones: just one can reduce your
lighting costs by up to £100 over the
lifetime of the bulb – and they last up
to 12 times longer than ordinary light
bulbs.

How does it work?
Go to one of the participating retail
outlets and ask for an oil savings card.
£5 oil savings stamps can be
purchased from the same retailer and
put on the card. These stamps will
then be accepted as payment by a
selection of local oil companies.

Each card holds 40 stamps. You may
buy as many stamps as you want
every week and spread the cost of oil
over several weeks rather than having
to spend hundreds of pounds in one
payment.

Dog ownership and your responsibilities.
Dog owners should always be aware of the following :-

Can you give a dog a 
second chance?

• All dogs are required by law to be
licensed. A licence costs only
£5.00 per year or £2.50 if you are
over 65 and live alone. Licences
can be purchased from Council.

• It is much easier for the Council
to return a dog directly to its
owner if it is licensed and wearing
an identification disc.

• If your dog fouls in a public place
you are required to clean up after
the dog and to dispose of the
waste in a proper manner. Failure
to do so may result in a fixed
penalty of £50.00.

• Respect your neighbours – a
barking dog can cause a noise
nuisance, which if proved may lead
to prosecution.

• Consider having your dog
neutered to help reduce the
number of unplanned and
unwanted litters of puppies.
Subsidised neutering schemes are
available for eligible dog owners.

• Regularly exercise your dog.

Christmas Food Safety
Christmas is a time when families and friends traditionally get together to
celebrate. Large quantities of food are bought and often crammed into fridges,
freezers and cupboards to feed the hungry hoards.These large quantities of food
then need to be prepared and cooked. It can often prove to be a headache and if
not prepared properly can result in food poisoning.

The following useful tips will help to ensure that your family and friends enjoy their
food and don’t end up queuing outside the smallest room in the house!

Storing Food
Do use your fridge to store food.
Don’t overfill the fridge with drinks, try keeping them in the garage or shed
Do keep raw meat/poultry at the bottom of your fridge to prevent juices dripping   
onto other foods
Do keep raw and cooked foods separate in the fridge
Don’t leave food that should be refrigerated at room temperature
Do keep your fridge really cold. Purchase a thermometer to make sure the 
temperature is between 0-5oC
Do refrigerate cooked food as soon as it has cooled, preferably within 2 hours
Do check all date codes on food before using them

Cooking
Do fully thaw all foods before cooking.Take special care with poultry and meats.
Do remove the giblets from the bird before cooking
Do cook the stuffing separately. If you wish to stuff the bird, stuff the neck only.
Do ensure leftovers are not reheated more than once and that they are served 
piping hot
Do make sure the centre of the meat is well cooked and the juices run clear

Up to 5.4kg 45 minutes per kg 45 minutes per kg

General Hygiene
Do wash your hands frequently and especially after handling raw meats and before 
handling cooked meats
Do dry your hands on clean towels and replace them frequently.
Do clean utensils and work surfaces thoroughly with clean hot water and detergent
before preparing different foods
