DRAFT REGENERATION AND HOUSING BILL

The Department for Social Development is consulting on the Draft
Regeneration & Housing Bill. The Dratft Bill reflects the Department’s policy
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proposals for the transfer of some regeneration and housing functions under
the Review of Public Administration.

Consultation will run from 1 March 2010 to 26 April 2010
The DSD functions proposed to be transferred are:

1. Work in tackling urban deprivation, primarily the Neighbourhood Renewal
Programme,;

2. Operational delivery of physical development projects under town and city
regeneration, including comprehensive development, public realm and
environmental improvement;

3. Local community development support.

The NIHE functions proposed to be transferred are:.

Houses in multiple occupation;

Housing unfitness

The Living over the Shops (LOTS) Initiative;
Local energy conservation
