914.10 VALUATION & RATES COLLECTION

In response to Council’s representations to the Minister for Finance & Personnel on this
matter the Minister has replied that he has been advised by Land & Property Services
(LPS) that the request to council to assist in the collection of properties details was as a
result of a July 2009 Strategic Steering Group (SSG) discussion on the new LPS
Vacancy Strategy. During this discussion the SSG agreed that, given the considerable
potential revenue gain for both district and regional rates, consideration be given to
using council resources during the transition to the new arrangements outlined in the
Strategy. As part of the Vacancy Strategy LPS has now established a dedicated team to
carry out this work, however, in some cases it has proven to be more effective to seek
assistance from the councils.

The inspections that councils have been asked to carry out are targeted at a small
number of properties where LPS consider that councils are best placed to provide the
occupancy detail necessary to enable a rates bill to issue.

The Minister would like to assure the Council that this exercise has not been
necessitated by the inability of LPS to carry out the work for which the Council is paying.
